2. What’s the purpose of this project (generate leads, retain customers, etc)? 
 
3. What are the start and end dates for this project (be as specific as possible)? 
 
4. What is your (approximate) budget? 
 
5. Will meetings be necessary to discuss this project (in-person, email, 
telephone)?  
 
6. What scope of research will be needed (number of interviews, travel, other 
research)? 
 
7. Will you need other services for this project (design, printing, etc.)? 
 
8. Who will be the primary project contact? 
 
9. Will the project require approvals by other management? 
 
10. Are there any other relevant details about this project?
